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We Can Only Confess Christ  
 

Both in weekly worship and Bible study during this 
2026 Lenten season, we reflected on several stories 
of blindness, sight, and Jesus healing the blind. In 
John 3 we learned about a Pharisee named Nico-
demus who, because of his privileged position in 
the religious establishment, could not see the truth 
of Jesus and what he was saying. In John 4 we 
learned about the Samaritan woman at the well 
who came to see who Jesus was through open  
dialogue despite their many ethnic, religious, and 
political difference. In John 9 we not only learned about the man born 
blind who Jesus healed, but about the Pharisees who were too blinded 
by their own authority and agendas to see who Jesus was despite this 

miracle. In Matthew 20 we learned that Jesus’ last 
act before entering Jerusalem at the beginning of 
Holy Week was to heal two blind men abandoned 
on the side of the road. In Matthew 21 we learned 
that after clearing the temple in Jerusalem of  
money changers and crony venders, Jesus began 
restoring the sight to the blind who were brought to 
him in the temple. Apparently we’ve missed some 
of Jesus’ lesser known titles: ‘Jesus the optometrist,’ 
‘Jesus the eye surgeon.’ 

 

And now we are in the season of Easter. We’ve read about many of  
Jesus’ miracles, including restoring sight to the blind. But this is the big  
miracle – Jesus resurrecting from the dead, the one the whole of our  
tradition and faith clings to for hope. What are we – the inheritors, follow-
ers, ambassadors, and proclaimers of these stories – supposed to see 
now? What are we supposed to witness? 

P A S T O R ’ S  P O S T

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I was with my pastoral mentor, the Rev. Dr. Shawnthea Monroe, a couple 
of weeks ago with our clergy cohort, and we were discussing our recent 
sermon topics, one of which was the story of the man born blind in John 
9. Echoing the testimony the blind man restored to sight gave to the  
inquiring Pharisees about Jesus, Rev. Monroe said succinctly, “I cannot 
explain Christ; I confess Christ.” (*Snaps fingers. Chef’s kiss. Shouts of, 
“Amen!”*) I don’t know if Rev. Monroe coined that phrase; she’s a  
thoroughly and confidently protestant student of the theology of Karl 
Barth, so she may have picked it up from others in Barth-ian camp. How-
ever she came upon that phrase, “that’ll preach,” as we say in the 
preacher/sermon game. We cannot explain Christ; we can only confess 
Christ. 
 

This is what I think we as people of the Jesus way need to see, witness, 
and proclaim: we can only confess to our experience in Christ. To some 
the word “confess” might come across as too religious, or conservative. 
To some it might sound too close to Catholic ‘confession,’ as in coming 
to a priest in a big, wooden confessional cabinet to confess sins and re-
ceive pardon. To others it might sound too close to reformed theology 
(hence the Karl Barth reference above) in which there are the founda-
tional confessions such as the Heidelberg Catechism or the Westminster 
Confession, or confessing the five pillars of reformed theology (scripture 
alone, Christ alone, grace alone, faith alone, glory to God alone). None 
of these are what I mean, or what I think are at work in ‘we cannot ex-
plain Christ; we can only confess Christ.’ 
 

In the story of the man born blind in John 9, he is literally put on trial by 
the Pharisees because Jesus healed him. Remember, these were not 
simply religious leaders as we often think about them today. The Phari-
sees were interpreters of the law, and they were very concerned about 
adhering to the law as they understood it. And Jesus healed him on the 
Sabbath, no less, which was quite the transgression of the law. So they 
interrogate the formerly blind man, even going so far to summon his par-
ents for their testimony, and they ultimately “drove him out” (John 9:34), 
meaning they excommunicated him from the synagogue, which was a 
form of serious social ostracizing, because they were dissatisfied with his 
confession – his testimony, his post statement of what had happened. 
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What was his confession? Simply that he was blind, but after his encoun-
ter with Jesus he could see. That’s not much of an explanation, but it is a 
confession of experience.  
 

Many of us may not have the experience of being put on trial in a  
courtroom, or in church settings (Yes, there are still denominations and 
traditions, even churches, that have trials). But many of us have the  
experience of accusative inquiry, or the feeling of being interrogated for 
our perspective and what we believe. As a members of a more  
progressive church, some of us have the experience of being put on the 
 spot for what our church stands for, whether it’s being LGBTQ affirming, 
denouncing Christian nationalism, or being more theologically and spirit-
ually open − allowing everyone to believe according to their conscience 
and what God has revealed to them. Similarly, many of us have a rather 
simple experience and answer (confession) for why we feel, believe, and 
stand for what we do: ‘Jesus helped me see. Christ is the light by which I 
see and am healed of my blindness.’ Cling to that confession, friends, 
and confess it loudly this Easter and beyond. You may not have all the 
‘right’ words, or perfectly cohesive and succinct theological explanation 
for this Jesus way you follow. Take a cue from the man born blind in John 
9; often our experience is enough. We cannot explain Christ; we confess 
Christ. Happy Easter, friends.

United Church of Christ GMP issues statement following US/
Israel attack on Iran, calls on elected officials to ‘reject war’ 
 
On Saturday, February 28, the United Church of Christ’s General Minister 
and President/CEO, the Rev. Karen Georgia Thompson issued a  
statement condemning the bombing of Iran by the United States and  
Israel, and urged people of faith to continue to call on elected officials 
to reject war.   
 

For the Spirit God gave us does not make us timid, but gives us 
power, love and self-discipline. 2 Timothy 1:7 

 

Hegemonic power is on full display in our world. Authoritarianism is on the 
rise along with a collective amnesia as leaders of nations lurch down 
paths of violence and war that have been traveled before with conse-
quences of death, trauma, and hatred against neighbors. 
 

Absent in these days are higher virtues, holy virtues of love and restraint, 
and the sacredness of the power of the Holy Spirit to act in love and  
kindness as we seek justice for all. Instead, power which is flexed is the un-
holy trinity of deceit, domination, and destruction. 
 
The bombing of Iran by the United States and Israel, with diplomatic talks 
ongoing and progressing toward the stated aims, is the epitome of this 
evil and is strongly condemned. 
 

The United Church of Christ calls on the United States and the Israeli gov-
ernments to bring to an end the dropping of bombs which is killing  
children and innocent persons. 
 

We call on Christians to act from the power of God with courage and a 
love that rejects fear of the powers and principalities of our day that 
would have us cower to hegemonic power. 
 

We call for an end to the abuse of government might that is poured out 
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on people who are not the ones making decisions yet bear the brunt of 
the ensuing violence, casualties of actions they do not support. 
 

We urge people of faith to call on leaders to return to diplomatic efforts 
and to reject war as a tool for peace. 
 

We pray for a lasting peace, a deep peace which is more than the end 
to violence and brings about a just world with flourishing for all,  
remembering also in our prayers other parts of the world where wars and 
civil unrest persist. 
 

Giver of life, how you must grieve at the callous infliction of death and 
destruction, the easiness with which people choose the path of violence 
when you have shown us a better way through your love for all  
humankind. We remember the words of the prophet Jeremiah, who said, 
“They have treated the wound of my people carelessly, saying, ‘Peace, 
peace,’ when there is no peace. They acted shamefully; they  
committed abomination, yet they were not ashamed; they did not know 
how to blush.” In these moments, we cry out for peace, while leaders 
who do not know how to blush choose bluster, bombast, and bombs. 
 

We pray for your intervention and a settling of your Spirit on the hearts of 
those which are now set on the path of domination: turn them back to 
the path of life. We pray for your intervention in the midst of our fear, that 
we persist in your truth with courage as we seek peace and justice for all. 
Protect those who are now in harm’s way and send your healing spirit to 
each one afflicted by acts of violence. Show us a way where there  
appears to be no way, a peace where there is now no peace, a path to 
restoration of community and a just and lasting peace.

Community Dinner: On March 4 we hosted the Community Dinner (at the 
request of the Methodist Church). We served 38 inhouse and 9 take outs. 
 

Dessert Auction:  This is coming April 10. Proceeds from this auction all go 
to Eaton Clothing and Furniture Center to help them carry on all their 
good works of helping those in need.

Single-person tents & sleeping bags 
 

Outreach is collecting 1- and 2-
person tents and sleeping bags to 
offer to homeless folks who come to 
the church needing help.   
 

Many inexpensive smaller tents are 
available online from Home Depot, 
Walmart, Lowe’s, and Dunham’s, 
ranging from $17 (Home Depot) to 
$40 (Dunham’s) with Walmart’s and 
Lowe’s prices in the middle.   
Amazon tents tend to be more ex-
pensive. Of all the stores called, 
Walmart is the only one that had a 1
-person tent ($33) in the store. 
 

We’re also collecting sleeping bags, 
both new and clean gently used.  
Walmart has sleeping bags in the store, ranging from $20 to $60 and 
more. Here, too, there are many more options available online. Prices 
vary a lot, though, depending on how heavy the sleeping bags are and 
how well they insulate a person in cold weather: Home Depot, $20 to 
$80; Amazon, $25 to $50; Lowe’s, $32 to $100; Dunham’s, $35 to $120.
